APPRECIATION.

CoMMON TRANSLATIONS oF “WEeLcome”

HERE ARE SOME COMMON TRANSLATIONS OF “WELCOME” IN VARIOUS LANGUAGES, ALONG WITH PHONETIC PRONUNCIATIONS TO

REGIONAL V ARIATIONS AND DIALECTS

L ANGUAGES OFTEN HAVE REGIONAL VARIATIONS OR DIALECTS THAT AFFECT HOW ~WELCOME” IS EXPRESSED. HERE ARE A FEW
EXAMPLES:

SPANISH V ARIATIONS

IN SPANISH-SPEAKING COUNTRIES, “BIENVENIDO" IS WIDELY USED, BUT THERE ARE REGIONAL TERMS AS WELL:

- IN ARGENTINA, YOU MIGHT HEAR “BIENVENIDOS” (THE PLURAL FORM) USED MORE FREQUENTLY IN GROUPS.
- IN MEXICO, “BIENVENIDO” IS STANDARD, BUT INFORMAL GREETINGS LIKE “IQUF] BUENO VERTE!” (GREAT TO SEE YOU!) CAN
ALSO CONVEY A WELCOMING SENTIMENT.

ARABIC VARIATIONS

ARABIC IS A DIVERSE LANGUAGE WITH MANY DIALECTS, AND THE WAY “\WELCOME” IS EXPRESSED MAY VARY:

- IN EGYPT, “AHLAN WA SAHLAN" IS COMMONLY USED.
- IN THE GULF REGION, “MARHABAN" (P ) IS OFTEN USED ALONGSIDE “AHLAN WA SAHLAN.”

CHINeSE DIALECTS

MANDARIN IS THE MOST WIDELY SPOKEN DIALECT IN CHINA, BUT OTHER DIALECTS EXPRESS “WELCOME” DIFFERENTLY:

- IN CANTONESE, You would saY "Bl B “ (FAANT JiNG4).

- IN HOKKIEN, IT COULD BE PRONOUNCED AS “HUAN-GENG."

CReATIVE WAYS TO SAY "WeELcoME”

IN ADDITION TO THE STANDARD TRANSLATIONS, THERE ARE CREATIVE AND COLLOQUIAL WAYS TO EXPRESS WELCOME IN
VARIOUS CULTURES. HERE ARE SOME EXAMPLES:

WEeLsH: Croeso (kroY-S0)

SWAHILI: KariBU (kAH-REE-BOO)

FiNNISH: TERVETULOA (TER-VE-TU-LO-AH)

TuURkISH: HoP]  GELDINIZ (HOSH GEL-DEE-NIZ)

THAL: Bl (YIN DEE TON RAP)

UsING “WeLcome” IN CONTEXT

IN EVERYDAY CONVERSATIONS

IN CASUAL SETTINGS, YOU CAN USE THE WORD MORE FREELY. FOR EXAMPLE, WHEN A FRIEND VISITS YOUR HOME, YOU CAN SAY,
“\X/eELcoMe! MAKE YOURSELF AT HoMe!”

IN HOSPITALITY AND TOURISM

IN THE HOSPITALITY INDUSTRY, GREETING GUESTS WITH “\WELCOME” IS CRUCIAL. HOTELS OFTEN HAVE SIGNS IN MULTIPLE
LANGUAGES TO ENSURE THAT ALL GUESTS FEEL APPRECIATED AND VALUED.
