Employing "What" as an Interrogative Adjective

When "what" modifies a noun directly, it functions as an interrogative adjective in English, and in
Spanish, this role is most commonly filled by qué.

Qué as an Interrogative Adjective

In this case, qué precedes the noun and asks for specification or identification:

* ;Qué libro estds leyendo? (What book are you reading?)

* ;Qué peliculas te gustan? (What movies do you like?)



Agreement and Usage Notes

Unlike some Spanish adjectives, qué does not change form for gender or number; it remains
unchanged regardless of the noun it describes. This simplifies its use as an interrogative adjective
compared to other adjectives in Spanish.
